Concept



Perhaps the most remembered and quoted woman in 

Indian history is a sixteenth century poet, singer and saint called Mirabai, or Meera. 

Versions of her songs are sung today all over India, and she appears as a subject 

in films, books, dances, plays and paintings. 

Even Mohandas Gandhi promoted her, seeing Mira as a symbol of a woman 

who has the right to chose her own path, forsake a life of luxury, 

and in non violent resistance find liberation.

We believe that this presentation is of particular significance in todayôs India, 

where the country is calling for conviction and is continuously urging its citizens 

to break all shackles of suppression and asks its citizens to demonstrate 

their courage of conviction. 

Mirabai is a shining example of all these values, which we have tried to bring forth 

through an inspiring presentation, using the narrative as well as 

a musical rendition of her rich poetry.



Baanvari - a story of fearless moral courage and visionary conviction:  

This musical presentation features an entire range of songs by Mirabai ï

moving through her confident, carefree childhood and adolescent dreams of becoming one with her Lord, 

to her troubled phase of oppression, confusion and torment, her quest for love and peace, and the final resolution of the spirit . 

The songs reflect the nava rasas ïthe nine emotions in life and art, and are set to different ragas, 

raginis, and tempo variations.

Some songs are in the form of dialogues between Mira and guru Raidas, guru Rupagosvamin, 

Miraôs sister-in-law and mother-in-law, while at key moments, a chorus joins Miraôs community chants. 

Verbal narration in English or Tamil (depending on the venue) unfolds the story of Mira while also linking the songs.



Baanvari - a story of fearless moral courage and visionary conviction:  

Bhajans from the repertoire of M.S.Subbulakshmi are only a part of the selection in Bhaire Baanvari. 

The songs are drawn from several sources, some from well known musicians and others from the oral tradition.

Through poetry and music, Bhaire Baanvari traces the ñmovement-of-the-spiritò in a great mystic poet,

an iconoclastic visionary, whose bhakti is equalled only by her humane compassion for all fellow beings.

She remains a cultural icon for the people of India.
